MY DRIVING ADVENTURES IN PORTUGAL /@&@)

I recently had the opportunity to travel to Portugal to visit some relatives living there. I had
never been to Europe previously, so I was excited and worried about driving there since I had
the idea in my head that everyone in Europe drives on the left side of the road. I did some
internet research and found that I was not going to have to worry about that. But, I did
discover that Portugal is notorious for having the worst drivers in Europe. Having said that, I
was still determined to rent a car and drive myself around.

Once I arrived in Portugal and picked up my rental car, I was thinking this won’t be a problem.
The metropolitan area around the airport was very similar to here with nice wide roadways
and signs for the exits. However, as I got further from the airport with my guide, those nice
wide roadways and clear street signs disappeared. As I proceeded, I thought I was doing great
and then the honking started. Apparently, the signal light on the other side of the intersection
was not for my vehicle, but for those entering or going around the circle. The signal light for
my vehicle was located on the same side of the street as I was on, just behind the limit line. In
order to see the signal light I had to lean forward and look upwards to the right to see if I could
see what color it was. Luckily, after running two red lights before my guide informed me
what was going on with the traffic signals, no police were around and no accidents occurred!

During my time there, my guide was not available all the time, so I had thought ahead and
“Googled” directions from their apartment to the sights I knew I wanted to see. The problem
was that many of the roadways near their apartment on the outskirts of Lisbon have no street
signs.

3 cups chicken broth

1 onion, chopped

4 cups broccoli, chopped
Dash of garlic powder

1 tsp thyme

2 bay leaves

4 TBSP butter

4 TBSP flour

1/2 tsp salt

2 cups milk

2 cups shredded cheddar

Slices of crusty bread

In large saucepan, mix chicken broth, onion, broccoli, garlic
powder, thyme, and bay leaves. Bring to a boil. Reduce
heat, cover, and simmer 10 minutes, or until vegetables are
soft.

Remove bay leaves and pour mixture into a food processor.
Pulse until smooth, approximately 1 minute. Reserve in a
bowl.

In the original saucepan, melt butter. Whisk in flour, salt,
and a little pepper until a thick paste forms. Add milk and
cook, stirring constantly, until mixture thickens. Add
cheddar; stir until it dissolves.

Pour in broccoli mixture and cook until blended. If
necessary, add more chicken broth to thin. Season with
additional salt and pepper. Serve with bread for dipping.
